Viewing GIS data for Marlboro Vermont using ArcExplorer

This CD contains GIS data for Marlboro, Vermont.  The data are set up for viewing with ESRI’s ArcExplorer GIS viewing software.  This software is available for free and must be installed on your computer to view the GIS data.  ArcExplorer is included on this CD and also can be downloaded at www.esri.com.

Create the folder GISDATA on your C: drive, then copy the MARLBORO folder on this CD into C:\GISDATA.  If you wish to use scanned U.S. Geological Survey topographic maps, copy the folder TOPOMAPS from this CD onto your hard drive (on the C: drive, but not into the folder MARLBORO).  The topographic map files total 24.7 megabytes in size.

If you wish to use the sample orthophotos, copy the folder ORTHOS from this CD onto your hard drive (on the C: drive, but not into the folder MARLBORO).  The sample orthophotos total 122 megabytes in size.  The entire set of orthophotos covering Marlboro are available from the Vermont Mapping Program, or the Town.

The GIS data files are not viewed directly.  Instead, you open one of the pre-made ArcExplorer Project files, identified by the AEP file extension.  The GIS data files have been assembled for you within each ArcExplorer Project files.  There are six ArcExplorer project files, each containing slightly different sets of data:

SAMPLE_ORTHOS.AEP –1991 parcel boundaries with 2 sample orthophotos 

             underneath (see file ortho.txt for information on how to use the orthophotos)

ORTHOS.AEP – used to read all digital orthophotos for the town (see the 

             file ortho.txt for information on how to use the orthophotos)

TOPOMAP.AEP – 1991 parcel boundaries with digital USGS topographic maps 

             underneath (see the file readme.txt for information on how to use the topomaps)

SOILDATA.AEP - soils data, which includes soil name and prime/statewide ag. 

               rating, along with parcel boundaries, roads, streams, and structures coded by use

TOWNDATA.AEP - a number of town-wide GIS databases including:  roads (including 

        class and town highway number), structures (coded by use), parcel boundaries,

               streams, wetlands, 50-foot contours

NATRES.AEP - a number of town-wide GIS databases:  roads (including class

               and town highway number), structures (coded by use), parcel 

               boundaries, streams, wetlands, 50-foot contours, with additional natural resource data 

               such as deer wintering areas, stream buffers, and conservation lands.

Please note that many of the data, such as soils, wetlands, and parcel boundaries, originate from maps that are fairly general in nature.  Regardless of how far you zoom in, you can not make precise determinations with these data.

Additional GIS data are included on this CD, but are not pre-loaded into any of the ArcExplorer Project files.  These data are identified by the SHP file extension.  They will have to be added to an existing ArcExplorer Project file using the ‘add theme’ command.

The file DATAINFO.TXT contains additional information on the content of all GIS data included on this CD.
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
